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Referencing Tips  

• Reference lists are not included in your word count; however, in-text 
references are included.  

• An author can be either an individual or an organisation.  
• When there is no author, the title becomes the first part of the reference.  
• When there is no date, use n.d. (no date).  
• If a source has neither a date nor an author, this can call the source’s 

credibility into question. It may be better to find another source.
